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On March 13th 1979, West Indians were stunned as they awoke to the news of the first successful

revolution in the English Speaking Caribbean. Four and a half years later the revolution succumbed

to tragedy and US military invasion.

Written in a direct, simple, engaging and at times poetic style, the ordinary

citizen of Grenada, the Caribbean region, and the West Indian Diaspora will find it impossible to put

this book down once the first page is read.
